Dear Shareholder,

The challenges we had been facing in the last couple of years owing to both global and domestic economic scenarios have
been felt by Banks in this year as well. However, the positive signs visible in the economic scenario of late are giving us
reasons to be hopeful.

Global economy picked up to grow by 3.8% in 2017 from 3.2% in 2016 and expected to maintain momentum in 2018
supported by both advanced and emerging economies. The advanced economies grew by 2.3% in 2017 from 1.7% in
2016. Among the advanced economies, the US had grown by 2.3% in 2017 from 1.5% in 2016. There is a broad based
improvement in the macro parameters in US. Inflation picked up in US in 2017 and reached a level of 2.1%. US Fed
continued its monetary tightening cycle with gradual rate hikes. In the Euro Area, real GDP grew by 2.3% in 2017. Inflation
in the region increased by 1.5% in 2017. Both gross capital formation and industrial production increased in 2017 from the
previous year.

As per the 2nd advance estimate of national income 2017-18, real GDP growth is estimated to moderate to 6.6% in
2017-18 vis-a-vis 7.1% in 2016-17. However, the quarterly data had shown that Indian economy is on the track to recover
from the ‘transitory impact’ of some reform measures undertaken recently. GDP growth had exhibited an increasing trend
through Q1 to Q3 of FY18. In Q3FY18 GDP grew at an impressive rate of 7.2% from 6.5% in Q2FY18. Agriculture value
added grew by 4.1% and manufacturing grew by 8.1% in Q3FY18. Among the service segments, trade, hotel, transport,
communication and services related to broadcasting had grown by 9% in Q3FY18.

On the monetary policy front, Reserve Bank of India’s Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) cut the benchmark repo rate
by 25 basis points to 6% from 6.25% in August 2017. The MPC cut Statutory Liquidity Ratio (SLR) from 20% to 19.5% in
October 2017.

Credit growth in the banking industry has been increasing gradually after demonetization. The credit to deposit ratio also
improved in FY18. However, the stressed corporate balance sheets have not let the credit growth to take off to desired
level. Asset quality has remained a cause of concern for the banking industry. RBI has put several public sector banks
under Prompt Corrective Action framework to refrain from a few riskier activities and preserve capital to strengthen their
balance sheets. The Bank recapitalization plan announced by the government is a welcome move to adequately capitalize
India’s public sector banks. In October 2017, the government announced ¥ 2.11 ftrillion for recapitalization of which ¥ 1.35
trillion was to be raised by recapitalization bonds.

Let me now elucidate the highlights of your Bank’s performance in the year. During the Financial Year 2017-18, Business
of the Bank stood at % 4,72,323 crore as compared to ¥ 4,49,679 crore in the Financial Year 2016-17. The Deposit of the
Bank stood at ¥ 2,94,839 crore in the financial year ended March 31, 2018. The CASA share as a percentage of Total
Deposits stood at 42.46 % as against 39.20 % in Financial Year 2016-17. High Cost Deposits substantially reduced by
93.64 % to ¥ 850 crore in March 31, 2018 from ¥ 13,356 crore in March 31, 2017. Aggregate Core Deposits increased by
3.77 % to ¥ 2,93,989 crore in March 31, 2018 as against ¥ 2,83,315 crore in March 31, 2017.

Asset Quality continued to be the major concern of the Bank since last couple of years. Gross NPA to Gross Advances
increased to 21.48 % as on March 31, 2018 from 17.81 % as on March 31, 2017. Net NPA to Net Advances increased to
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11.10 % as on March 31, 2018 from 10.20 % as on March 31, 2017. Provision Coverage Ratio improved to 63.31 % as on
March 31, 2018 from 58.43 % as on March 31, 2017.

Our continued focus of recoveries yielded better results during the year. Cash Recovery reached ¥ 2403 crore in the
financial year ended March 31, 2018 as compared to ¥ 2378 crore in the previous financial year ended March 31, 2017
registering growth of 1.05%. We expect resolution of certain big NPA accounts through NCLT under IBC during 2018-19.
Nevertheless, the Bank will continue to have the focused approach to maximize NPA recovery and to arrest fresh slippages
during 2018-19.

The Bank’s Cost of Deposits reduced to 5.53 % in the Financial Year 2017-18 from 6.20 % in the Financial Year 2016-17.
Net Interest Income of the Bank reduced to ¥ 6517 crore from ¥ 6574 crore in Financial Year 2016-17. Non-Interest Income
of the Bank stood at ¥ 2623 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018 compared to ¥ 2876 crore for the financial
year ended March 31, 2017.

The operating profit of the Bank stood at I 2733 crore as against ¥ 3089 crore in Financial Year 2016-17. However, the
Bank has incurred Net Loss of ¥ 5105 crore as compared to Net Loss of ¥ 2439 crore during previous financial year
primarily due to higher NPA provisions, higher slippages/ ageing and additional provision in NCLT accounts, significant
decline in Trading Profit on Investments, etc.

As on 31st March 2018, Bank has network of 4685 branches, 4886 ATMs, 10 satellite offices and 1 Extension Counter.
The pan India presence covering all 29 States, 5 out of 6 Union Territories and NCT Delhi, 574 District Head Quarters and
626 Districts out of 707 districts in the country, is a source of strength to the Bank. Extensive Coverage through branches
enables the Bank to position itself as a major Retail Bank with special focus on Retail, Agriculture and MSME sectors.

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ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

EXTRACTS OF RELEVANT ACTS, SCHEME, REGULATIONS AND NOTIFICATIONS

In terms of Section 9(3)(i) of the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970, Shareholder
Directors shall have to be elected by the shareholders, other than the Central Government, from amongst themselves,
depending upon the extent of capital issued under clause (c) of sub-section (2B) of Section 3. The relevant sections of the
Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the Banking Companies (Acquisitions and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970, Nationalised
Banks (Management and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme, 1970, the relevant regulations of Central Bank of India
(Shares and Meetings) Regulations, 1998 and gist of Notification No. DBOD. No. BC.N0.46/29.39.001/2007-08 dated 01
November 2007 and No.DBOD.BC.N0.95/29.39.001/2010-11 dated 23 May, 2011 of Reserve Bank of India, are reproduced
below for the information of the shareholders.

I. BANKING REGULATION ACT, 1949
Prohibition of common Directors - Section 16(1)

No banking company incorporated in India shall have as a director in its Board of directors any person who is a
director of any other banking company.

Restrictions on Loans and Advances - Section 20

(1) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in section 77 of the Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 1956), no
banking company shall —

(a) grant any loans or advances on the security of its own shares, or -
(b) enter into any commitment for granting any loan or advance to or on behalf of—
(i) any of its directors,
(i) any firm in which any of its directors is interested as partner, manager, employee or guarantor, or

(iii) any company [not being a subsidiary of the banking company or a company registered under section 25
of the Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 1956), or a Government company] of which or the subsidiary or the
holding company of which] any of the directors of the banking company is a director, managing agent,
manager, employee or guarantor or in which he holds substantial interest, or

(iv) any individual in respect of whom any of its directors is a partner or guarantor.

(2) Where any loan or advance granted by a banking company is such that a commitment for granting it could not
have been made if clause (b) of sub-section (1) had been in force on the date on which the loan or advance
was made, or is granted by a banking company after the commencement of section 5 of the Banking Laws
(Amendment) Act, 1968 (58 of 1968), but in pursuance of a commitment entered into before such commencement,
steps shall be taken to recover the amounts due to the banking company on account of the loan, or advance
together with interest, if any, due thereon within the period stipulated at the time of the grant of the loan or
advance, or where no such period has been stipulated, before the expiry of one year from the commencement of
the said section 5:

Provided that the Reserve Bank may, in any case, on an application in writing made to it by the banking company
in this behalf, extend the period for the recovery of the loan or advance until such date, not being a date beyond
the period of three years from the commencement of the said section 5, and subject to such terms and conditions,
as the Reserve Bank may deem fit: Provided further that this sub-section shall not apply if and when the director
concerned vacates the office of the director of the banking company, whether by death, retirement, resignation or
otherwise.

(3) No loan or advance, referred to in sub-section (2), or any part thereof shall be remitted without the previous
approval of the Reserve Bank, and any remission without such approval shall be void and of no effect.

(4) Where any loan or advance referred to in sub-section (2), payable by any person, has not been repaid to the
banking company within the period specified in that sub-section, then such person shall, if he is a director of such
banking company on the date of the expiry of the said period, be deemed to have vacated his office as such on
the said date.

Explanation — In this section—

(a) “loans or advance” shall not include any transaction which the Reserve Bank may, having regard to the
nature of the transaction, the period within which, and the manner and circumstances in which, any amount
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due on account of the transaction is likely to be realised, the interest of the depositors and other relevant
considerations, specify by general or special order as not being a loan or advance for the purpose of this
section;

(b) “director” include a member of any board or committee in India constituted by a banking company for the
purpose of managing, or for the purpose of advising it in regard to the management of, all or any of its affairs.

(5) If any question arises whether any transaction is a loan or advance for the purposes of this section, it shall be
referred to the Reserve Bank, whose decision thereon shall be final.]

BANKING COMPANIES (ACQUISITION AND TRANSFER OF UNDERTAKINGS) ACT, 1970
Restrictions on voting rights
Section 3(2E) :

No shareholder of the corresponding new bank, other than the Central Government, shall be entitled to exercise voting
rights in respect of any shares held by him in excess of ten per cent of the total voting rights of all the shareholders of
the corresponding new bank.

Composition of Board of Directors

Section 9(3)(i):

where the capital issued under clause (c) of sub-section (2B) of section (3) is-

() not more than sixteen per cent of the total paid-up capital, one director;

(I more than sixteen per cent but not more than thirty two per cent of the total paid-up capital, two directors,
(111 more than thirty two per cent of the total paid-up capital, three directors,

to be elected by the shareholders, other than the Central Government, from amongst themselves:

PROVIDED that in case the number of directors elected, on or before the commencement of the Banking Companies
(Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) and Financial Institutions Laws (Amendment) Act, 2006 in a corresponding
new Bank exceed the number of directors specified in sub-clause (l) or sub — clause (Il) or sub — clause (lll), as the
case may be, such excess number of directors elected before such commencement shall retire in such manner as
may be specified in the scheme and such directors shall not be entitled to claim any compensation for the premature
retirement of their term of office.

Section 9(3A):
The Directors to be elected under the said clause (i) shall-
(A) have special knowledge or practical experience in respect of one or more of the following. matters namely,-
(i) agricultural and rural economy,
(ii) banking,
(iii) co-operation,
(iv) economics,
(v) finance,
(vi) law,
(vii) small scale industry,

(viii)any other matter the special knowledge of, and practical experience in, which would, in the opinion of the
Reserve Bank, be useful to the corresponding new bank;

(B) represent the interests of depositors; or
(C) represent the interest of farmers, workers and artisans.

Section 9(3AA):

Without prejudice to the provisions of sub section (3A) and notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this
Act or in any other law for the time being in force, no person shall be eligible to be elected as director under clause
(i) of sub section (3) unless he is a person having fit and proper status based upon track Specified, integrity and such
other criteria as the Reserve Bank may notify from time to time in this regard.
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Section 9(3B):

Where the Reserve Bank is of the opinion that any Director of a corresponding new bank elected under clause
(i) of sub-section (3) does not fulfill the requirements of sub-sections (3A) and (3AA), it may, after giving to such
Director and the bank a reasonable opportunity of being heard, by order, remove such Director and on such removal,
the Board of Directors shall co-opt any other person fulfilling the requirements of sub-sections (3A) and (3AA) as a
Director in place of the person so removed till a Director is duly elected by the shareholders of the corresponding new
bank in the next annual general meeting and the person so co-opted shall be deemed to have been duly elected by
the shareholders of the corresponding new bank as a Director.

Obligation as to Fidelity and Secrecy
Section 13(2):

Every Director, member of a local Board or a committee, or Auditor, Adviser, officer or other employee of a
corresponding new bank shall, before entering upon his duties, make a declaration of fidelity and secrecy in the form
set out in the Third Schedule.

NATIONALISED BANKS (MANAGEMENT AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS) SCHEME, 1970
Term of office of elected Director

Clause 9(4):

An elected director shall hold office for three years and shall be eligible for re-election:

Provided that no such director shall hold office continuously for a period exceeding six years.

Disqualification of Directors
Clause 10:
A person shall be disqualified for being appointed as, and for being, a director —

(a) if he has at any time been adjudicated an insolvent or has suspended payment or has compounded with his
creditors; or

(b) if he has been found to be of unsound mind and stands so declared by a competent Court; or
(c) if he has been convicted by a Criminal Court of an offence which involves moral turpitude; or

(d) If he holds any office of profit under any nationalised bank or State Bank of India constituted under sub-section (1)
of section 3 of the State Bank of India Act, 1955,or any subsidiary bank as defined in section 3 of the State Bank
of India (Subsidiary Banks) Act, 1959, except for holding the post of a whole-time director, including the managing
director and directors nominated under clauses (e) and (f) of sub-section (3) of Section 9 of the Act from among
the employees of the corresponding new bank.

Vacation of office of Directors
Clause 11:

(1) If a director becomes subject to any of the disqualifications specified in CI.10 or is absent without leave of the
Board for more than three consecutive meetings thereof he shall be deemed to have vacated his office as such
and thereupon his office shall become vacant.

(2) The Chairman or whole-time director including the Managing Director or a director referred to in Cl. (b) or Cl.
(c) or Cl. (d) of sub-section (3) of Section 9 of the Act may resign his office by giving notice thereof in writing
to the Central Government and on such resignation being accepted by that Government shall be deemed to
have vacated his office: any other director may resign his office by giving notice thereof in writing to the Central
Government and such resignation shall take effect on the receipt of the communication of the resignation by the
Central Government.

(3) Without prejudice to the provisions of the foregoing sub-clauses, the office of a director referred to in Cl. (e) or CI.
(f) of sub-section (3) of Section 9 of the Act shall become vacant as soon as the director ceases to be a workman
or an employee, other than a workman of the nationalised bank of which is a director.

(4) Where any vacancy occurs in the office of a director, other than an elected director, it shall be filled in accordance
with sub-section (3) of Section 9 of the Act.
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Removal from office of an elected director
Clause 11A:

The shareholders other than the Central Government, may, by a resolution passed by majority of the votes of such
shareholders holding in the aggregate not less than one half of the share capital held by all such shareholders,
remove any director elected under Cl. (i) of sub-section (3) of Section 9 and elect in his stead another person to fill the
vacancy.

Filling of vacancy in the office of an elected director
Clause 11B:

(1) Where any vacancy occurs before the expiry of the term of office of an elected director, the vacancy shall be filled
in by election:

Provided that where the duration of vacancy is likely to be less than six months, the vacancy may be filled in by
the remaining directors.

(2) A person elected or co-opted, as the case may be, under sub-clause (1) shall hold office for the unexpired portion
of the term of his predecessor.

Disclosure of interest by Directors

Clause 12(8):

A director who is directly or indirectly concerned or interested in any contract, loan, arrangement or proposal entered
into or proposed to be entered into by or on behalf of the nationalised bank shall, as soon as possible after the
relevant circumstances have come to his knowledge, disclose the nature of his interest to the Board and shall not be
present at the meeting of the Board when any such contract, loan, arrangement or proposal is discussed unless his
presence is required by the other directors for the purpose of eliciting information and no director so required to be
present shall vote on any such contract, loan, arrangement or proposal:

Provided that nothing contained in this sub-clause shall apply to such director by reason only of his being:

(i) a shareholder (other than a director) holding not more than two percent of the paid-up capital in any public
company as defined in the Companies Act, 1956 (1 of 1956) or any corporation established by or under any law
for the time being in force in India or any co-operative society, with which or to which the Nationalised Bank has
entered into or made or proposed to enter into or make a contract, loan, arrangement or proposal, or

(ii) an officer or other employee of the nationalised bank, if he is a director referred to in Cl. (e) or Cl. (f) of sub-
section (3) of Section 9 of the Act.

CENTRAL BANK OF INDIA (SHARES AND MEETINGS) REGULATIONS, 1998

Exercise of rights of joint holders

Regulations 10:

If any share stands in the names of two or more persons, the person first named in the register shall, as regards,
voting, receipt of dividends, service of notices and all or any other matters connected with Bank except the transfer of
shares, be deemed to be the sole holder thereof.

Director to be elected at general meetings

Regulations 63:

(i) A director under clause (i) of sub-section (3) of Section 9 of the Act shall be elected by the shareholders on the
register, other than the Central Government, from amongst themselves in the general meeting of The Bank.

(i) Where an election of a director is to be held at any general meeting, the notice thereof shall be included in the
notice convening the meeting. Every such notice shall specify the number of directors to be elected and the
particulars of vacancies in respect of which the election is to be held.

List of shareholders

Regulations 64:

(i) For the purpose of election of a director under sub-regulation (i) of Regulation 63 of these regulations, a list shall
be prepared of shareholders on the register by whom the director is be elected.

(i) The list shall contain the names of the shareholders, their registered addresses, the number and denoting
numbers of shares held by them with the dates on which the shares were registered and the number of votes to
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which they will be entitled on the date fixed for meeting at which the election will take place and copies of the list
shall be available for purchase atleast three weeks before the date fixed for the meeting at a price to be fixed by
the Board or the Management Committee, on application at the Head Office.

Nomination of candidates for election

Regulations 65:

(i)

(ii)

No nomination of a candidate for election as a director shall be valid unless —
(a) he is a shareholder holding not less than100 (One hundred) shares in the The Bank;

(b) he is on the last date for receipt of nomination, not disqualified to be a director under the Act or under the
Scheme;

(c) he has paid all calls in respect of the shares of the Bank held by him, whether alone or jointly with others, on
or before the last date fixed for the payment of the call;

(d) the nomination is in writing signed by atleast one hundred shareholders entitled to elect directors under the
Act or by their duly constituted attorney, provided that a nomination by a shareholder who is a company
may be made by a resolution of the directors of the said company and where it is so made, a copy of
the resolution certified to be a true copy by the Chairman of the meeting at which it was passed shall be
dispatched to the Head Office of The Bank and such copy shall be deemed to be nomination on behalf of
such company.

(e) the nomination accompanies or contains a declaration signed by the candidate before a Judge, Magistrate,
Registrar or sub-registrar of Assurances or other Gazetted Officer or an officer of the Reserve Bank of India
or any nationalized bank, that he accepts nomination and is willing to stand for election, and that he is not
disqualified either under the Act or the Scheme or these regulations from being a director.

No nomination shall be valid unless it is received with all connected documents complete in all respects and
received, at the Head Office of the Bank on a working day not less than fourteen days before the date fixed for
meeting.

Scrutiny of nominations

Regulations 66:

(i)

(ii)

(iii)

Nominations shall be scrutinized on the first working day following the date fixed for receipt of the nominations
and in case any nomination is not found to valid, the same shall be rejection after specifying the reason therefor.
If there is only one valid nomination for any particular vacancy to be filled by election, the candidate so nominated
shall be deemed to be elected forthwith and his name and address shall be published as so elected. In such an
event there shall not be any election at the meeting convened for the purpose and if the meeting had been called
solely for the purpose of the aforesaid election, it shall stand cancelled.

In the event of an election being held, if valid nominations are more than the number of directors to be elected,
the candidate polling the majority of votes shall be deemed to have been elected.

A director elected to fill an existing vacancy shall be deemed to have assumed office from the date following that
on which he is, or is deemed to be elected.

Election disputes

Regulations 67:

(i)

(iif)

If any doubt or dispute shall arise as to the qualification or disqualification of a person deemed or declared to be
elected, or as to the validity of the election of a director, any person interested, being a candidate or shareholder
entitled to vote at such election, may, within seven days of the date of the declaration of the result of such
election, give intimation in writing thereof to the Chairman and Managing Director of the The Bank and shall in the
said intimation give full particulars of the grounds upon which he doubts or disputes the validity of the election.

On receipt of an intimation under sub-regulation (i), the Chairman and Managing Director or in his absence, the
Executive Director of the The Bank shall forthwith refer such doubt or dispute for the decision of a committee
consisting of the Chairman and Managing Director or in his absence, the Executive Director and any two of the
directors nominated under clauses (b) and (c) of sub-section (3) of section 9 of the Act.

The committee referred to in sub-regulation (ii) shall make such enquiry as it deems necessary and if it finds that
the election was a valid election, it shall confirm the declared result of the election, or, if it finds that the election
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was not a valid election, it shall, within 30 days of the commencement of the enquiry, make such order and give
such directors including the holding of a fresh election as shall in the circumstances appear just to the committee.

(iv) An order and direction of such committee in pursuance of this regulation shall be conclusive.

Determination of voting rights —
Regulations 68:

(i) Subject to the provisions contained in section 3(2E) of the Act, each shareholder who has been registered as a
shareholder on the date of closure of the register prior to the date of a general meeting shall, at such meeting,
have one vote on show of hands and in case of a poll shall have one vote for each share held by him.

(i) Subject to the provisions contained in Section 3(2E) of the Act, every shareholder entitled to vote aforesaid who,
not being a company, is present in person or by proxy or who being a company is present by a duly authorized
representative, or by proxy shall have one vote on a show of hands and in case of a poll shall have one vote for
each share held by him as stated hereinabove in sub-regulation (i).

(Explanation _ For this Chapter, “Company” means any body corporate)

(i) Shareholders of the Bank entitled to attend and vote at a general meeting shall be entitled to appoint another
person (whether a shareholder or not) as his proxy to attend and vote instead of himself; but a proxy so appointed
shall not have any right to speak at the meeting.

Voting by duly authorized representative
Regulations 69:

(i) A shareholder, being the Central Government or a company, may by a resolution, as the case may be, authorize
any of its officials or any other person to act as its representative at any general meeting of the shareholders and
the person so authorized (referred to as a “duly authorized representative” in these regulations) shall be entitled to
exercise the same powers on behalf of the Central Government or company which he represents, as if he were an
individual shareholder of the Bank. The authorization so given may be in favour of two persons in the alternative
and in such a case any one of such persons may act as the duly authorized representative of the Central
Government / company.

(i) No person shall attend or vote at any meeting of the shareholders of the Bank as the duly authorized
representative of a company unless a copy of the resolution appointing him as a duly authorised representative
certified to be a true copy by the chairman of the meeting at which it was passed shall have been deposited at the
Head Office of the Bank not less than four days before the date fixed for the meeting.

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DIRECTORS’ REPORT 2017-18

Your Directors have pleasure in presenting the Annual Report of the Bank along with the Audited Statement of Accounts,
the Profit and Loss accounts and the cash flow statement for the year ended March 31, 2018.

1. PERFORMANCE HIGHLIGHTS
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Total Business of the Bank stood at ¥ 472323 crore as at March 31, 2018 compared to ¥ 449679 crore as at
March 31, 2017.

Total Deposits stood at I 294839 crore in March 31, 2018 as against ¥ 296671 crore in March 31, 2017.

Total Advances of the Bank increased to ¥ 177484 crore in March 31, 2018 as against ¥ 153008 crore in March
31, 2017 registering y-o-y growth of 16%.

Total Income for the financial year ended March 31, 2018 was ¥ 26659 crore as compared to ¥ 27537 crore for
the financial year ended March 31, 2017.

Non-Interest Income of the Bank stood at ¥ 2623 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018 compared to ¥
2876 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2017.

Operating Profit of the Bank stood at ¥ 2733 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018 as compared to ¥
3089 crore for the corresponding previous financial year ended March 31, 2017.

The Bank has incurred Net Loss of ¥ 5105 crore for the Financial Year ended March 31, 2018 as compared
to Net Loss of ¥ 2439 crore during previous financial year ended March 31, 2017 primarily due to higher NPA
provisions, higher slippages/ ageing and additional provision in NCLT accounts, significant decline in Trading Profit
on Investments, decline in net interest income etc.

Expenses on employees decreased by ¥ 230 crore during the financial year ended March 31, 2018to ¥ 3984 crore
from ¥ 4214 crore in the previous financial year ended March 31, 2017.

Capital Adequacy Ratio (as per Basel-1l) stood at 9.46% with Tier | at 5.50% and Tier Il 3.96% for the financial
year ended March 31, 2018. Capital Adequacy Ratio (as per Basel lll) stood at 9.04% with Tier | at 7.01% and
Tier 11 2.03% for the financial year ended March 31, 2018.

Net worth stood at ¥ 14845 crore.

Cash Recovery increased to I 2403 crore in the financial year ended March 31, 2018 as compared to ¥ 2378
crore in the previous financial year ended March 31, 2017.

Gross NPA to Gross Advances stood at 21.48% as on March 31, 2018 as against 17.81% as on March 31, 2017.
Net NPA to Net Advances stood at 11.10% as on March 31, 2018 as against 10.20% as on March 31, 2017.
Provision Coverage Ratio improved to 63.31% as on March 31, 2018 from 58.43% as on March 31, 2017.

Net Interest Margin (NIM) stood at 2.47% in the Financial Year ended March 31, 2018.

Business per Employee stood at ¥ 12.71 crore in the Financial Year ended March 31, 2018.

Return on Assets (ROA) is (1.61)% for the Financial Year ended March 31, 2018.

The credit deployment under priority sector increased to ¥ 82834.61 crore during 2017-18, recording a growth of
T 9484.37 crore over previous year. However, to take an advantage of excessive lending over ANBC in Priority
Sector credit, Bank undertook sale/purchase transactions in PSLCs. During the year Bank sold PLSC’s worth
I 22030 crore under PS Advances and purchased PSLC’s worth ¥ 7524.50 crore under MSME portfolio. Thus,
net Sale as at the close of FY was ¥ 14505.50 crore. Bank also sold IBPC of ¥ 1500 crore under Priority sector
advances. Inspite of aforesaid sale; Bank’s PS lending is in excess by ¥ 6669.28 crore to ANBC.

Agriculture Advance of the Bank stood at ¥ 30,776 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018.

MSME Advances for the Financial Year ended March 31, 2018 stood at ¥ 34,025 crore constituting 19.17% of the
total loans and advances.
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Retail Loans increased by 50.35% to ¥ 48,123 crore in March 2018 from ¥ 32,008 crore in March 2017. Bank had
launched intensive programme ‘Retail Dhamaka’ in December 2017 to boost Retail Credit. Proposals amounting to
% 4980 crore were sanctioned during the campaign period.

Housing Loan portfolio of the Bank stood at ¥ 21,392 crore in March, 2018 as against I 12,510 crore in March,
2017, registering y-o-y growth of 71.00%. Housing Loan Portfolio constitutes 44.45% of the total Retail Portfolio as
on March 31, 2018.

Bank has established 46 RSETIs in 9 States of the country viz. Madhya Pradesh(18), Bihar(9), Maharashtra(6),
Uttar Pradesh(5), West Bengal(3), Chhattisgarh(2), Rajasthan(1), Orissa(1) and Assam(1). During the year 2017-
18, the RSETIs conducted 1280 training programmes and imparted training to 33,428 candidates. Out of this,
23403 (i.e.70%) trainees were settled through Bank credit, wage settlement and self-finance.

Bank has 3 RRBs as on 31st March 2018 in 3 states covering 48 districts with a network of 1629 branches.

Under Financial Inclusion, Bank has covered 4,330 villages with population above 2000 and 18,376 villages with
population below 2000. Bank has covered all these villages through 6,387 BC Agents. Bank has opened 177
Urban Financial Inclusion centres. Bank has further opened 184.19 lakhs Basic Saving Bank Deposit Accounts
(BSBDA) through its BCs and Branches. Total balance in these accounts is ¥ 2567 crore as on 31st March, 2018.

Total earning from Bancassurance business is ¥ 21.42 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018.

As on 31st March 2018, Bank has network of 4685 branches, 4886 ATMs, 10 satellite offices and 1 Extension
Counter across the country.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

Part A: Economic Scenario

Global economy picked up to grow by 3.8% in 2017 from 3.2% in 2016 and expected to maintain momentum in 2018
supported by both advanced and emerging economies. The advanced economies grew by 2.3% in 2017 from 1.7% in
2016. Among the advanced economies; the US had grown by 2.3% in 2017 from 1.5% in 2016. There is a broad based
improvement in the macro parameters in US. Inflation picked up in the US in 2017 and reached a level of 2.1%. US Fed
continued its monetary tightening cycle with gradual rate hikes. In the Euro Area; real GDP grew by 2.3% in 2017. Inflation
in the region increased by 1.5% in 2017. Both gross capital formation and industrial production increased in 2017 from
the previous year. Japan’s GDP grew by 1.7% in 2017. Export rose by 6.8% in 2017 on the back of favourable domestic
currency. Domestic demand had been on the rise with increase in private consumption. Among the emerging economies,
Chinese GDP grew by 6.9% in 2017; higher than the previous year as the country moves on the path to reduce financial
leverage. Inflation moderated to 1.6% in 2017. Investment in fixed asset increased by 7.2% in 2017. Retail sales of
consumer goods increased by 9.4% in 2017. Russian economy bounced back in 2017 to grow by 1.5% after contraction in
two straight years. Brazilian economy grew by 1% in 2017. Global factors such as interest rate cycle in the US may impact
the emerging economies like India on capital flows, exchange rate, etc. Rising oil prices also have impact on India’s macro
parameters.

As per the 2nd advance estimate of national income 2017-18; real GDP growth is estimated to moderate to 6.6% in
2017-18 vis-a-vis 7.1% in 2016-17. However, the quarterly data had shown that Indian economy is on the track to recover
from the ‘transitory impact’ of some reform measures undertaken recently. GDP growth had exhibited an increasing trend
through Q1 to Q3 of FY18. In Q3FY18 GDP grew at an impressive rate of 7.2% from 6.5% in Q2FY18. Agriculture value
added grew by 4.1% and manufacturing grew by 8.1% in Q3FY18. Among the service segments; trade, hotel, transport,
communication and services related to broadcasting had grown by 9% in Q3FY18.

Index of industrial production had a cumulative growth of 4.3% during Apr’17 to Feb’18 against 4.7% growth during Apr’16
to Feb’17. Among the used based classifications; the capital goods industry after a prolonged slack had cumulatively grown
by 5.3% during Apr’17 to Feb’18. Overall growth in the eight core industries stood at 4.2% in FY18 against 4.8% in FY17.
Among the core industries - steel, cement and electricity had moderate growth rates of 5.6%, 6.3% and 5.2% respectively
in FY18.

Consumer price inflation in 2017-18 moderated to 3.6% from 4.5% in 2016-17. Prices of food and beverages reduced to
2.2% in FY18 from 4.4% in previous fiscal. Among the food items; prices of cereals moderated whereas vegetable prices
had a significant spike and pulses witnessed a price contraction in FY18. Housing inflation increased by 6.5% and inflation
in fuel and light rose by 6.2% in FY18.

On the monetary policy front, Reserve Bank of India’s Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) cut the benchmark repo rate
by 25 basis points to 6% from 6.25% in August 2017. The MPC cut Statutory Liquidity Ratio (SLR) from 20% to 19.5% in
October 2017.

Foreign portfolio investment (FPI) in Indian equity market in 2017-18 reduced substantially compared to preceding fiscal on
concerns of faster monetary policy tightening in the US, rising global crude prices, etc. FPI in Indian equity segment stood
at ¥ 25,635 crore in FY18 vis-a-vis ¥ 55,703 crore in FY17. In contrast; FPI in the debt segment had a mammoth rise — the
foreign investors put ¥ 1,19,036 crore in FY18 in the debt segment compared with a net outflow of ¥ 7,292 crore in FY17.

India’s merchandise exports in 2017-18 grew by 9.78% and merchandise import grew by 19.59% for the same period.
Trade deficit widened to USD156.83 billion in 2017-18. There had been a substantial increase in import of oil causing trade
deficit to widen. Oil import increased by 25.47% in FY18. Rupee performed better in FY18 compared to FY17 against US
dollar. However, towards the last quarter of FY18 rupee had depreciated against dollar.

Changing Banking Scenario

Credit growth in the banking industry has been increasing gradually after demonetisation. The credit to deposit ratio also
improved in FY18. However, the stressed corporate balance sheets have not let the credit growth to take off to desired
level. Asset quality has remained a cause of concern for the banking industry. RBI has put several public sector banks
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under Prompt Corrective Action framework to refrain from a few riskier activities and preserve capital to strengthen their
balance sheets. The bank recapitalization plan announced by the government is a welcome move to adequately capitalize
India’s public sector banks. In October 2017, the government announced ¥ 2.11 ftrillion for recapitalization of which ¥ 1.35
trillion was to be raised by recapitalization bonds.

Part- B- PERFORMANCE OF THE BANK

BUSINESS

As on 31st March 2018, the Total Business of the Bank was ¥ 472323 crore, registering a growth of 5.04% from the
previous year figure of ¥ 449679 crore. High Cost Deposits have been reduced to ¥ 850 crore as on March 31, 2018 from
% 13356 crore as on March 31, 2017.

Operating Profit of the Bank stood at ¥ 2733 crore for the financial year ended March 31, 2018 as compared to ¥ 3089
crore for the corresponding previous financial year ended March 31, 2017. The Bank posted a Net loss of ¥ 5105 crore in
2017-18 as against loss of ¥ 2439 crore in previous year on account of increased provisions.

RESOURCE MOBILISATION

The Total Deposits as on March 31, 2018 stood at ¥ 294839 crore, after reduction of High Cost Deposits to the extent of
% 850 crore. Saving Bank Deposits increased to ¥ 110509 crore with a growth of 7.18% in 2017-18 from ¥ 103102 crore
in previous year and Current Deposits increased to I 14687 crore in 2017-18 from ¥ 13207 crore in 2016-17. The share
of CASA Deposits to Total Deposits has increased to 42.46% as against 39.20% during the previous year. Core Term
Deposits grew by 3.77% to reach the level of ¥ 293989 crore in 2017-18 from ¥ 283315 crore in 2016-17.

STRATEGY AND PROGRESS OF IND AS IMPLEMENTATION IN THE BANK

As per the original Roadmap announced by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs, all Banks (except RRBs) are required to
prepare their Financial Statements according to Ind AS for accounting period beginning from April 1, 2018 onwards
with comparatives for the period ending March 31, 2018 or thereafter. On April 5, 2018, the RBI in their Statement on
Development and Regulatory Policies stated that necessary legislative amendments to make the format of financial
statements, prescribed in the Third Schedule to Banking Regulation Act, 1949, are under consideration of the Government.
In view of this and also level of preparedness of many Banks, implementation of Ind AS in Banks has been deferred by
RBI for one year by when the necessary legislative changes are expected. Hence, the revised timelines to implement Ind
AS in Banks is from April 1, 2019 onwards with comparatives for the period ending March 31, 2019 or thereafter.

The Bank has engaged services of an Ind AS Consultant, constituted Core Ind AS Team and commenced the process
of Ind AS implementation. A Steering Committee headed by an Executive Director has been constituted to monitor
the progress. The Board of Directors and Audit Committee of the Board periodically reviews the progress of Ind AS
implementation. As instructed by RBI, the Bank has submitted the Proforma Ind AS Financials for September 2016 and
June 2017.

CREDIT

Gross Advances have increased (net of IBPC impact) by ¥ 3600 crore to ¥ 177484 crore as on March 31, 2018 as against
% 153008 crore as on March 31, 2017, reflecting a growth of 2.07% on Y-o-Y basis.

CREDIT MONITORING DEPARTMENT

¥ Bank has introduced a well-defined Monitoring Policy, containing detailed guidelines on SMA (Special Mention
Accounts) Management which encompasses all areas of SMA management, Early Warning Signals, Monitoring &
Follow-up Measures and Reporting System.

¥ The policy was approved by the Board in May 2011 and implemented across the Bank with effect from 1st July 2011.
Modifications to the policy are being carried out from time to time with the approval of the Board.

¥ An independent vertical for Credit Monitoring under the charge of General Manager is functioning w.e.f. 1st August
2011.
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As per Monitoring Policy guidelines, Monitoring Committee has been formed at Central Office level as well as at the
field level at all Zonal/Regional Offices and Corporate Finance Branches, to review and monitor Standard irregular/
SMA accounts every month and entire gamut of credit monitoring is reviewed on monthly basis in a structured manner.

Several workshops and training sessions have been conducted for field functionaries including Deputy Regional
Managers/Loan Review Officers with a view to develop monitoring skills/awareness.

Locational Meetings were conducted at different Regional Offices/Zonal Offices and/or meetings held with the SMA
borrowers by field recovery team/Regional Manager/Zonal Manager/Central Office, depending upon the size of the
exposure, to chalk out strategies for asset quality management of the stressed accounts.

The Bank has also implemented Centralized Loan Appraisal System & Supervision (CLASS) Monitoring Module
software for monitoring Corporate, SME, Retail and Priority Sector advances on real-time basis.

Steps have also been initiated for offsite monitoring surveillance mechanism to ensure intensive credit monitoring,
through Early Warning Signals (EWS) report.

Pre-release audit for fresh/fenhancement of ¥ 5 crore and above advances is carried out and credit audit for fresh/
enhancement of ¥ 1 Crore and above advances within 30 days of disbursement is introduced.

As per Govt. ‘EASE’ guidelines, formation of ‘Stressed Asset Management Vertical’ (SAMV) has been approved by
Board.

PRIORITY SECTOR CREDIT

As per RBI directives, 40% of adjusted net bank credit or credit equivalent amount of off-balance sheet exposure,
whichever is higher, is to be lent to priority sector. Lending under this sector is therefore, the thrust area of the
Bank. We have focused on the growth in lending to Agriculture, MSME, Housing, Education and others which are
the major constituents of Priority Sector. As a result, our growth under Priority Sector lending has been quite
impressive.

The credit deployment under priority sector increased to ¥ 82834.61 crore during 2017-18, recording a growth of ¥

To make the public/masses aware of various products of bank, we have displayed some products relating to Kisan

Credit Card, Central Artisan Credit Card, Swabhiman/Aadhar etc. relevant to the rural masses on the vehicle provided
to LDMs.
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The overall achievement under Annual Credit Plan by our branches as comparing to the achievement of all banks in
Lead Districts is higher and satisfactory level.

We have selected one village in each Lead District for inclusive growth through empowerment, training skill
development of youth and credit linkages. All developmental activities like complete implementation of Financial
Literacy/Financial Inclusion Programmes, Training unemployed rural youth in RSETIs, Formation of SHG/Farmers
Club/JLG, Lending activities have been implemented to bring complete socio-economic change. This is being
replicated in other selected villages also in lead districts.

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Our Bank is the only convenor of SLBC in the State of Madhya Pradesh. During the year 2017-18, three regular
SLBC meeting were held to review and monitor the progress made in the State under various parameters including
Government sponsored programmes by different agencies. During 164th /165th SLBC meeting held on 18th
September 2017, Shri Shivraj Singh Chauhan, Hon’ble Chief Minister of the State also participated.

Due to constant follow ups with the Banks, the state could achieve 100% targets of “Gram Swaraj Abhiyan” of the
Government of India under PMJDY, PMSBY & PMJJBY organized from 14th April 2018 to 5th May 2018.

We wrote some suggestions to the Central Office of RBI (FIDD) on Lead Bank Scheme. The RBI on April 06, 2018
came out with a revamp of the lead bank scheme, with action points for various stake holders. We are pleased to
inform that RBI has given importance to our suggestions and some points have included in the new circular. Viz. the
corporate business targets for branches, districts and states may be aligned with the Annual Credit Plans (ACPs) etc.

RBI vide their circular dated 06.04.2018 expressed the need of a standardized system to be developed on the website
maintained by each SLBC to enable uploading and downloading of the data pertaining to the Block, District as well as
the State. SLBC, Madhya Pradesh is the pioneer to start such functionality before the release of this circular and this
system is a replica of SLBC-M.P.

During several occasions, website maintained by SLBC-MP has been appreciated by many stake holders due to its
modern features and look.

Time to time, we have been raising the issues of banks with the State Government to “integrate the land records with
the banks.” We are pleased to mention that such functionalities are being developed by the State Government and it
will be launched very soon.

Despite various adversities in some of districts, the CD Ratio of the State has been 74.69% as on 31.03.2018.

Due to constant follow ups, target under various government sponsored schemes viz. Chief Minister Self Employment
Generation Schemes, Mudra, PMEGP, NRLM have been achieved by banks to the level of more than 100%.

SLBC has been continuously monitoring the performance of banks under Annual Credit Plan. Resulting 100% target of
State Credit Plan achieved during FY 2017-18.

2. One new scheme was launched during the year - Cent Tech Vidyarthi -an education loan scheme for financing
students of IITs. Purpose of the scheme is to provide educational loan for students of [ITs with an opportunity to pursue
education with financial support from the banking system with affordable terms and conditions.
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In order to enhance the marketability of Retail products, certain changes were made in the schemes-Housing, Vehicle,
Mortgage, Trade and Personal loan during the FY 2017-18.

CCPCs achieved performance Index of 83.34% in FY 2017-18 against performance index of 57.95% during 2016-17.
More than 55% of all Housing Loans and more than 50% of Mortgage / Cent Trade / Education Loans were processed
at CCPCs. All Retail products are processed through CLASS Module only.

New Retail Loans sanctioned during the year were 2.50 lakh accounts. In FY 2017-18 Av. Number of accounts opened
per month by Retail branches is 4.43 against 4.12 in FY 2016-17, Av. Ticket Size of Retail loan sanctioned is ¥ 6.25
lakh against ¥ 4.25 Lakh in FY 2016-17.

In order to give boost to Retail credit - an aggressive campaign-Retail Dhamaka was launched during the month of
December 2017. The objective was to achieve new sanctions of ¥ 3968 crore and increase in outstanding by ¥ 2000
crore. During the campaign period an amount of ¥ 4979 crore was sanctioned with achievement index of 125%.
Against the envisaged staff participation of 25%, actual participation was 29%. 40% of branches have achieved the
targeted sanctions.

As on 31.03.2018 the Export Credit portfolio of the Bank is ¥ 5694 crore in comparison to ¥ 5452 crore as on
31.03.2017; an increase of 4.44% over previous year.

Merchant trade foreign exchange turnover was ¥ 42,332 crore in FY 2017-18 as against ¥ 38,269 crore in FY 2016-17.

NRE Deposits increased from ¥ 4,457 crore as on 31.03.2017 to ¥ 4764 crore as on 31.03.2018; an increase of 6.89%
over the previous year.

FCNR Deposits increased from USD 217.86 million as on 31.03.2017 to USD 220.83 million as on 31.03.2018; an
increase of 1.36% over the previous year.

Risk Management System/Organizational Set Up

Risk Management systems are now well established in the Bank. Risk Management Committee of the Board of Directors
regularly oversees the Bank’s Risk Management policies/practices under Credit, Market and Operational risks & Pillar I
risks. The Committee reviews the policies and procedures for pricing of products and assessing the risk models relative
to market developments and also identifies and controls new risks. The committee also regularly monitors compliance of
various risk parameters by the concerned departments at the corporate level.

At operational level, various Committees like Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) for Market Risk, Credit
Risk Policy Committee (CRPC) for Credit Risk and Operational Risk Management Committee (ORCO) for Operational
Risk have been constituted comprising of members from the top management team.

These Committees meet at regular intervals throughout the year to assess and monitor the level of risk under various
Bank operations and initiate appropriate mitigation measures wherever necessary.

The Bank has identified officers in the rank of Senior Managers/Managers to act as ‘Risk Managers’ at all the Zonal/
Regional Offices. The Risk Managers act as the ‘Extended Arms’ of the Risk Management Department of the Central
Office at the Zonal/Regional Level. The Bank has also identified officers at the senior level in various functional
departments of Central Office to act as ‘Nodal Officers’ to look into various aspect of control & management of risk in
the Bank.

Market Risk Management

The Mid Office reviews the market position, funding patterns and ensures compliance in terms of exposure, duration,
counter party limits and various sensitive parameters and the reports are presented at regular intervals to the top
management.

The tools such as VaR and Duration analysis are used on an ongoing basis to measure and manage the risk to Bank’s
Profit in the short run and equity value in the long run

A model to estimate Capital charge on trading portfolio on ongoing basis is developed and being implemented as per
the Basel Il guidelines on the Market Risk.

The Bank has board approved Market Risk Management Policy to monitor the market risk in the portfolio. Counter
party limits for Treasury operation have been fixed / reviewed as per their latest standing of the counterparties.

Bank has a well-documented Integrated Risk Management Policy, which was last reviewed by the Board on
28/12/2017.

The Bank has procured the Rating Module from CRISIL Ltd.
The Bank has also developed Rating Models (score card) for grading retail loans, and same is in use.

The developments in credit risk management are being reported and monitored by the Credit Risk Policy Committee
headed by the Executive Director.

As preparedness for moving to advanced approaches, bank is in the process of developing models for calculating PD,
EAD & LGD for both Corporate & Retail portfolio.

Operational Risk Management

The Operational Risk Management in the Bank is guided by a well laid down Operational Risk Management Policy.

Operational Risk Management Committee (ORCO) reviews the risk profile of the Bank on quarterly intervals and the
oversight by the Board of directors strengthens the qualitative aspects related to Operational Risk.

Bank is developing models and building up qualitative and quantitative information for applying to RBI towards
graduating to Advanced Measurement Approach. New Product Approval Policy Framework guides the Bank in
mitigating the risks associated with new products or activities.
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Capital Planning

Bank has a robust ICAAP (Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment Process) in place. Bank has framed its risk appetite
framework and intends to maintain capital ratios over and above the minimum requirements as per Basel Ill norms. Review
of the capital vis a vis the estimates are undertaken on a quarterly basis.

Asset & Liability Management Systems

% ALM mainly deals with measuring and managing the liquidity and Interest rate risk of the bank with an objective of
profit maximization. ALCO (Asset & Liability Committee) met 23 times during the year to review the position of the
bank with regard to liquidity and other related matters.

% Besides regulatory reporting, ALM is also engaged in Interest determination on Deposits as well as Base rate, MCLR
and BPLR fixation. During the year 2017-18, revision was made Six (1) times in deposit interest rates and MCLR was
reviewed Twelve (12) times.

% In terms of new RBI guidelines Bank has started calculating LCR (Liquidity Coverage Ratio) effective from 1st
Jan’2015 on a monthly basis & the ratio is well above the threshold limit (i.e. 90% for 2018) fixed by RBI. The average
LCR for FY 2017-18 is 253.30%.

Implementation of Basel lll Guidelines

¥ Reserve Bank of India has issued updated master circular on implementation of the New Capital Adequacy Framework
in July 2015. As per the guidelines, the Bank has adopted Basel Ill norms and provided capital as per Standardized
Approach for Credit Risk, Basic Indicator Approach for Operational Risk and Standardized Duration method for Market
Risk.

% Bank is in the process of implementation of IRMS (Integrated Risk Management Solution) for moving to Advanced
Approaches.

% Al necessary policies such as Credit Risk Management Policy, Operational Risk Management policy, Market Risk
Management Policy, Credit Risk Mitigation and Collateral Management Policy, Market Discipline and Disclosures
Policy, ICAAP etc are in place duly approved by the Board.

¥ Bank is undertaking the necessary steps to graduate to IRB (Internal Rating Based) Approach.

RECOVERY DEPARTMENT

The Bank has a well-defined Recovery Policy containing detailed guidelines for NPA Management. It encompasses all
areas of NPA Management, Monitoring and Follow-up measures, Compromise settlements, Staff Accountability, SARFAESI
Act, Appointment of Recovery/Enforcement Agencies, Sale of assets to ARCs, Willful Defaulters, One Time settlement
Schemes. The Policy is reviewed from time to time to incorporate the latest changes/developments in Economy and trends
in NPA Resolution/Management.

1. During the year 2017-18, though the Cash Recovery of ¥ 2403 crore, Upgradation of ¥ 785 crore aggregating to ¥
3188 crore, the performance was impacted by the fresh accretion of some high ticket accounts. (49 accounts of ¥
50.00 crore and above amounting to ¥ 12685 crore).

%  Gross NPA level has gone up quantitatively from ¥ 27251 crore to ¥ 38131 crore, i.e. by ¥ 10880 crore.
% Net NPA has increased quantitatively from ¥ 14218 crore to ¥ 17378 crore i.e. by T 3160 crore

% Gross NPA vis-a-vis total advances and Net NPA vis-a-vis net advances have increased from 17.81% to 21.48%
and 10.20% to 11.20% respectively.

% Cash Recovery has increased marginally from ¥ 2378 crore to ¥ 2403 crore (1.05%).
% Cash Recovery in Written off accounts has increased from ¥ 121 crore to ¥ 410 crore (238.84%).

2. The One Time Settlement (OTS) schemes for recovery in NPA accounts were revised and Three OTS schemes have
been introduced i.e. (a) Cent OTS Scheme Upto ¥ 20 Lakh (Without Security), (b) Cent OTS Scheme Upto ¥ 20 Lakh
(With Security), (c) Cent OTS Scheme for Suit Filed with RLB above ¥ 20 lacs and up to ¥ 5 crore. The schemes had
overwhelming response from field functionaries and reported maximum NPA accounts were settled under the schemes.
The performance under OTS schemes - proposals settled towards o/s (RLB) of ¥ 856 crore with OTS of ¥ 568 crore.
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3. The Bank launched “Mission Recovery”- A Special Recovery Campaign during Q4. There was overwhelming response
from the field functionaries. Against a target of ¥ 1430 crore for Cash Recovery and Upgradation, Bank achieved ¥
1404 crore (Cash Recovery + Upgradation) with achievement index of 98%.

4. OTS proposals, aggregating to ¥ 937 crore have been sanctioned at Central Office level through various Committees
against which ¥ 338 crore have been recovered during the FY 2017-18.

5. During the year Bank has sold 2 NPA A/cs to ARCs — 289 Crore.

6. NPA Borrowers having outstanding of ¥ 50 lacs & above are being contacted individually by RO recovery team along
with branch staff for its recovery.

7. Recovery in NPA accounts was major thrust area for the year 2017-18. The movement of NPA are being monitored
closely by our executives on daily basis. The recovery in NPA accounts through legal actions and action under
SARFAESI are reviewed during review meetings on regular basis and video conferences are being held with RMs and
ZMs.

8. All NPA accounts above X 5.00 cr have discussed. Necessary guidelines are issued accordingly. Recovery action is
initiated by RMs, ZMs in the accounts. Progress made in the NPA accounts were reviewed in video conferences held
on monthly basis.

9. Recovery Camps are being conducted every month. In such camps recovery in written off accounts and JMFARC
accounts are also a part of this Recovery Drive.

10. ARB Branches are closely monitored to improve the Recovery performance.

11. National Lok Adalat at District level being organized on quarterly basis with active participation of RO/ZO and Law
Officer.

12. Vigorous follow up with DRTs by the Legal Officers /Co-ordinators is being made to dispose off the pending cases.

13. Recovery in Written Off A/cs is also a thrust area. Separate targets for recovery in Written off accounts have been
allotted to Regions / Zones to improve the position of recovery in write off accounts.

14. High value NPA accounts of ¥ 5.00 crore and above are assigned to Zonal Co-ordinators at Central Office for regular
follow up.

15. All the Field General Managers/Zonal Managers were advised to identify NPA accounts of ¥ 10 lacs and above. These
Alcs are assigned to officers for regular follow-up to upgrade /cash recovery in NPA accounts.

BANCASSURANCE

Insurance services are provided by our bank under corporate agency of LIC of India for life insurance and Chola MS
General Insurance Company for non-life insurance products.

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The performance highlights for the year ended on 31.03.2018 :

Bank stood 1st in canvassing number of life insurance policies and 2nd in mobilizing insurance premium amongst all
Bancassurance partners of LIC of India. Bank has canvassed 25,659 policies with premium of ¥ 206 Crores.

Under General Insurance business, Bank has mobilized 2,01,218 policies with premium collection of ¥ 87 Crores.
Total earning from Bancassurance business is ¥ 21.42 crores which is a y-o-y growth of 28%.

Augmented number of Specified Persons (SP) by 504 during the year. Now we have 2868 Specified Persons to carry
Bancassurance Business.

The Bank is in the process of adding new Insurance Partners under Open Architecture Scheme of IRDAI. Once
identified the new Insurance Partners are expected for Philip to our Bancassurance Business.

DEPOSITORY SERVICES

Bank is a Depository Participant with arrangement with Central Depository Services Limited (CDSL). All the operations are
centralized and the services are offered through the nodal branch, Capital market Services Branch located at Fort Mumbai.
The branches in major centres facilitate opening of the accounts, buying & selling, pledge of shares and dematerialization
of physical securities. Bank is having around 22645 Demat account holders.
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ON- LINE TRADING

Bank is offering “On-Line Trading” facility with Trade name “Cent —e-trade”. Customers maintaining bank account and
Demat account with the bank are offered on-line-trading facility for trading in Equity Shares and Derivatives under
arrangement with leading broking firm, M/s. Angel Broking Ltd. As on 31.03.2018, Bank is having 690 accounts for On-Line
Trading.

Capital Market Services Branch opened in Mumbai exclusively for offering capital market facilities such as ASBA, Demat,
Clearing Bank, Payment of Dividend Warrants and Credit/Guarantee facilities to Brokers etc. and is the controlling branch
for on-line trading and ASBA.

AUDIT AND INSPECTION

Branches of the Bank are subjected to Risk Based Internal Audit through Internal Auditors and Risk Rating is awarded to
each branch as per Composite Risk Matrix. The periodicity of Risk Based internal Audit depends upon the specific Risk
Rating awarded to the branches. Accordingly 4091 Branches were subjected to RBIA during 2017-18. There were 2255
branches with Medium Risk Rating, 2405 branches with Low Risk Rating and 37 branches with High Risk Rating as on
31.03.2018. No branch of the Bank is rated under Very High Risk or Extremely High Risk category.

During FY 2017-18, 32 Regional Offices, 11 Zonal Offices and 11 Central Office Departments were subjected to
Management Audit.

As on 31.03.2018, 875 Branches/SSB/CO Depts. were covered under Concurrent Audit by the Firms of Chartered
Accountants/Bank officials. All 7 Corporate Finance branches and 5 other branches are under concurrent audit by Bank’s
own official of Senior Management Grade. Around 56% of total business of the Bank and 68% of aggregate advances
as of 31.03.2018 are covered under Concurrent Audit. Concurrent audit assignment was awarded to 863 Chartered
accountant Firms, out of which 401 firms are RBI Category |, 208 are category Il, 148 are category Ill and 106 are RBI
Category IV firms.

Bank conducts annual revenue checking exercise from 1st March to 10th March every year through firms of chartered
Accountants, Internal Auditors and other officials to ensure booking of legitimate income in the books of Bank.

In compliance to RBI directives, Legal Audit in 696 eligible accounts has been carried out during 01.04.2017 to 31.03.2018
and re-verification of title deeds was done with relevant authorities.

Bank ensures strict compliance culture at branches through periodic inspections and audits. Bank also conducts
Compliance Audit of branches on random basis to ensure correctness of audit compliance submitted by auditee branches.
During FY 2017-18, 368 branches were subjected to compliance audit.

Bank is also under Offsite Monitoring system to monitor the transactions at branches, above the threshold limits fixed under
various scenarios. Presently alerts are generated on 89 scenarios.

Bank had conducted special audit of swift messages sent by its AD branches and no irregularity was observed.

VIGILANCE

A study was conducted in 49 Centralised Credit Processing Cells [CCPCs ] which have been set up in the bank to
process and sanction loans under selective retail lending schemes. The purpose was to know the infrastructure available,
availability of trained man power to handle the processing/sanctioning the retail loans, control and review mechanism etc to
identify weaknessess and for making suggestions for improvements.

Another exercise for understanding the extent of use of CIBIL data by the branch in taking credit decisions has been
undertaken.

With a view to understand the level of due diligence, a study of loans sanctioned under a campaign to extend retail
portfolio has also been undertaken.

A study has also been undertaken to understand the level of reporting in Control Returns and its effective use by
controllers.

The concurrent audit is one of the systems for detecting mistakes and a study was conducted to understand the
effectiveness of concurrent audit system: accordingly suggestions were given to review the work done by the concurrent
auditors.

“Vigilance Awareness Week 2017”: As per the directives received from CVC, “Vigilance Awareness Week 2017 was
observed by bank from 30.10.2017 to 04.11.2017 in the right spirit and in line with this years’ theme “My Vision- Corruption
free India”. On 30.10.17 pledge was administered to the staff working at various departments of Central Office. Similar
functions were also arranged at all the 13 Zonal Offices, 59 Regional Offices and the Branches of the bank and Regional
Rural Banks sponsored by our Bank.

Bank has sent 18.40 million SMS to customers thereby providing hyperlink to CVC site to take Integrity Pledge during the
Vigilance Awareness Week. Bank was successful in uploading a total of 10,04,239 Mass Pledges in the CVC site. About
19.68 lakhs pamphlet’'s on preventive vigilance activities were distributed all over India by our Bank as well as through
RRB'’s. Bank has conducted 8069 Gram Sabhas throughout the country at Rural and Semi Urban centers.

An all India online Quiz Competition covering issues relating to Preventive Vigilance was organized exclusively for the
staff of our bank. Bank has also conducted debates, elocution competitions, slogan writing, lectures etc. which were
organized in 184 schools and colleges at 9 specified centres viz. Patna, Siliguri, Jabalpur, Ahmedabad, Nasik, Pimpri,
Chinchwad, Greater Mumbai, Thane & Navi Mumbai and at other 50 centres to create awareness for promoting integrity
and eradicating corruption.

During the financial year 2017-18, Bank has raised ¥ 5158.00 crore equity capital (including ¥ 323 crore received by
the Bank on 29-12-2017) by issuance and allotment of 65,04,06,299 equity shares (comprising of 3,88,45,460 equity
shares at an issue price of ¥ 83.15 per equity share including premium of ¥ 73.15 per equity share aggregating to
% 323 crore and 61,15,60,839 equity shares at an issue price of ¥ 79.06 per equity share including premium of ¥
69.06 per equity share aggregating to ¥ . 4835 crore) of the face value of ¥ 10/- each aggregating to ¥ 5158 crore to
President of India (Government of India) on preferential basis on 27-03-2018.

The funds are raised with the primary objective of augmenting Tier-l and Tier-Il Capital for strengthening capital
adequacy ratio and for enhancing the long-term resources of the Bank.

Report on the Standalone Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying Standalone Financial Statements of Central Bank of India (the “Bank”) as at
March 31, 2018 which comprise the Balance Sheet as at March 31, 2018 and the Profit and Loss Account, and the
Cash Flow Statement for the year then ended and a summary of significant accounting policies, notes and other
explanatory information. Incorporated in these Standalone Financial Statements are the returns of 20 Branches audited
by us and 2400 branches audited by Statutory Branch Auditors. The branches audited by us and those audited by
other auditors have been selected by Bank in accordance with the guidelines issued to the Bank by the Reserve Bank
of India. Also incorporated in the Balance Sheet and Profit and Loss Account are the returns of 2265 branches, which
have not been subjected to audit. These unaudited branches account for 9.94 per cent of advances, 21.67 per cent of
deposits, 5.16 per cent of interest income and 19.09 per cent of interest expense.

The Bank’s Management is responsible for the preparation of these Standalone Financial Statements in accordance
with Banking Regulation Act, 1949, Reserve Bank of India Guidelines and circulars issued from time to time and
accounting standards generally accepted in India. This responsibility of the management includes the design,
implementation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and presentation of the Standalone
Financial Statements that are free from material misstatements, whether due to fraud or error.

Basis of Preparation:

The financial statements have been prepared by following the going concern concept on the historical cost basis
except in respect of the Revaluation of Premises and conform, in all material aspects, to Generally Accepted
Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India, which encompasses applicable statutory provisions, regulatory norms
prescribed by Reserve Bank of India (RBI) including those prescribed by the Banking Regulation Act 1949,
Accounting Standards (AS) and pronouncements issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI)
and the prevailing practices within the Banking industry in India.

Use of Estimates:

The preparation of financial statements requires the management to make estimates and assumptions considered
in the reported amount of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as on the date of the financial
statements and the reported income and expenses during the reporting year. Management believes that the
estimates used in preparation of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

Contingencies are recorded when it is probable that a liability will be incurred and the amounts can reasonably be
estimated. Differences between the actual results and estimates are recognised in the year in which the results
are known/materialised.

Monetary Assets and Liabilities in Foreign Currencies are translated at the Exchange Rates prevailing at the
quarter end as notified by FEDAI and the resultant Profit/ Loss is recognised in Profit and Loss Account.

Guarantees, Letters of Credit, Acceptances, Endorsements, and other obligations in Foreign Currencies are
translated at the quarter end rates notified by FEDAI.

Transfer of Securities between categories:

The transfer/ shifting of securities between the three categories of investments is accounted at the lower of
acquisition cost/ book value or market value on the date of the transfer. The depreciation, if any, on such transfer
is fully provided for.

Investments under this category are valued at monthly intervals at market rates, wherever available, or as per
the prices declared by FIMMDA. The net depreciation under each category is provided for, without adjusting
the book value of the securities and net appreciation, if any, is ignored.

Determination of Cost:

Cost of investments is determined on the basis of Weighted Average Cost method.

Brokerage, incentive, front-end fees etc., received on purchase of securities are reduced from the cost of
investments.

Expenses such as brokerage, fees, commission or taxes incurred at the time of acquisition of securities is
charged to revenue.

Income Recognition:

The Profit or loss on sale/ redemption of investments is taken to the Profit and Loss Account. However, in
case of profit on sale/ redemption of investments from ‘Held to Maturity’ category, an equivalent amount is
appropriated to the ‘Capital Reserve'.

i) In respect of securities included in any of the three categories of investments where interest/ principal is in
arrears, for more than 90 days, income is not reckoned and classified as Substandard/Doubtful/Loss as the
case may be and appropriate provision for the depreciation in the value of the investments is made, as per
prudential norms applicable to non-performing advances or otherwise required as per RBI directives issued
from time to time. Debentures/ Bonds in the nature of advances are subjected to usual prudential norms
applicable to advances.

iii) State Government guaranteed exposures is classified as Sub Standard/ Doubtful/ Loss, as the case may be
if interest and/ or principal or any other amount due to the Bank remains overdue for more than 90 days and
necessary provisions are made as per Prudential Norms or as otherwise required as per the RBI directions
issued from time to time.

Accounting for Repo / Reverse Repo and Liquidity Adjustment Facility (LAF):

Repo including LAF with RBI are recognized as Borrowing/Lending.

Advances are classified as Standard, Sub-Standard, Doubtful or Loss Assets and Provisions required in respect
thereof are made as per the Prudential Norms prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India or otherwise required in
terms of RBI directions issued from time to time.

Partial Recovery in Non-performing assets is appropriated first towards principal and thereafter towards interest.
However, where any borrowal account is required to be classified as Non-Performing from back date, any
recovery till the account was classified as Standard is first credited to Interest on Loans and Advances [viz.
Scheme for sustainable Structuring of Stressed assets (S4A), Strategic Debt Restructuring, Flexible Structuring of
Long Term Project Loan (5/25), Change of Ownership of Borrowing Entities (outside Strategic Debt Restructuring
Scheme)].

Advances are shown net of provisions (in case of NPA), Unrealised Interest, amount recovered from borrowers
held in Sundries and amount recovered from CGTSI/ ECGC.

Provision for Standard Assets is included in Other Liabilities and Provisions- Others.

Financial Assets sold are recognized as under:

5.5.1In case the sale to SC / ARC is at a price lower than the Net Book Value (NBV) the shortfall is either charged
to the Profit and Loss Account or such shortfall on assets sold on or after 26.02.2014 is spread over a period
of two/one year in line with RBI guidelines subject to necessary disclosures.
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5.5.2In case the sale is at a price higher than the NBV on cash basis, the surplus is taken to the credit of Profit
and Loss Account.

6. Fixed Assets/Depreciation:

6.1 Fixed Assets are depreciated under ‘Written Down Value Method’ at the following rates (other than computers
which are depreciated on Straight Line Method):

i) Premises At varying rates based on estimated life
i) Furniture, Lifts, Safe Vaults 10%

iii) Vehicles 20%

iv) Air conditioners, Coolers, Typewriters etc. 15%

v) Computers including Systems Software 33.33%

(Application Software is charged to the Revenue during the year of acquisition.)

6.2 Land acquired on lease for over 99 years is treated as freehold land and those for 99 years or less is treated as
leasehold land. Cost of leasehold land is amortized over a period of lease.

6.3 Where it is not possible to segregate the cost of Land and Premises, Depreciation is charged on the composite
cost.

6.4 In case of assets, which have been revalued, the depreciation / amortization is provided on the revalued amount
charged to Profit & Loss Account. Amount of incremental depreciation / amortization attributable to the revalued
amount is transferred from ‘Revaluation Reserve’ and credited to “Revenue and Other Reserves”.

6.5 Depreciation on additions to assets, made upto 30th September is provided for the full year and on additions
made thereafter, is provided for the half year. No depreciation is provided on assets sold before 30th September
and depreciation is provided for the half year for assets sold after 30th September.

7. Employee Benefits:

Employee benefits are accrued in the year services are rendered by the employees. Short term employee benefits are
recognised as an expense in the profit and loss account for the year in which the related service is rendered.

Liability for long term employee benefit under defined benefit scheme such as contribution to gratuity, pension fund
and leave encashment are determined at close of the year at present value of the amount payable using actuarial
valuation technique. Actuarial gain/losses are recognised in the year when they arise.

8. Recognition of Income and Expenditure:

8.1 Income/ Expenditure is generally accounted for on accrual basis except for income to be accounted for on cash
basis as per regulatory provisions.

8.2 In accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India, prior period disclosures are made in
respect of any item which exceeds one percent of the total income/total expenditure.

8.3 Provision for interest payable on overdue deposits is made as per Reserve Bank of India guideline

9 Income Tax:

The provision for tax for the year comprises of current tax liability computed in accordance with the applicable tax
laws and the deferred tax which recognizes, timing differences between taxable income and accounting income
that originate in one period and is capable of reversal in one or more subsequent periods. Deferred tax assets are
recognised only to the extent that there is reasonable certainty that sufficient future taxable income will be available
against which such deferred tax assets will be realised. In case of carry forward of unabsorbed depreciation and tax
losses, deferred tax assets are recognised only if there is virtual certainty that such deferred tax assets can be realised
against future taxable profits. The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each balance sheet date
to reassess its realization. Disputed tax liabilities are accounted for in the year of finality of assessment / appellate
proceedings and till such times they are shown as contingent liability.
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10 Provisions, Contingencies and Contingent assets:
Provisions are recognized for present obligations, of uncertain timing or amount, arising as a result of a past event
where a reliable estimate can be made and it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits
will be required to settle the obligation. Where it is not probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic
benefits will be required or the amount cannot be estimated reliably, the obligation is disclosed as a contingent liability
unless the possibility of outflow of resources embodying economic benefits is remote.
