TN tops Niti's export readiness index

Jamnagar, Surat,
Mumbai and Pune
among best districts

TAMILNADU HAS comeontop
in the ranking of states by Niti
Aayogon Export Preparedness
Index (EPI) by being among the
frontrunners in three of the
four parameters taken into
account to draw up the report.

The EPI assesses the export
readiness of different states
and ranks them on four para-
meters - Trade Policy, Business
Ecosystem, Export Ecosystem
and Export Performance. Busi-
ness ecosystem has 40%
weight in the index while the
rest 60% is distributed equally
among the otherthree.Barring
policy, Tamil Nadu is among
the top three states on other
parameters.

In the index Tamil Nadu is
followed by Maharashtra, Kar-
nataka, Gujarat, Haryana,

Telangana, Uttar Pradesh,
Andhra Pradesh, Uttarakhand,
Punjab, Odisha, Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan, West Ben-
gal and Himachal Pradesh.

In the previous two EPI
reports of 2020 and 2021,
Gujarat had emerged on top.
The EPI report of 2022 had
seen a change in rankings and
thewayindex is compiled.The
states and Union Territories
havebeen grouped in four cat-
egories - coastal, landlocked,
small states/Union Territories
and Himalayan states.

Apart from assessing the
readiness of each state for
exports, the report also high-
lights opportunities and bot-
tlenecks for each region to
enable targeted strategies tobe
devised to enhance the export
competitiveness of states. EPI
2022 looked at 56 indicators
for reaching its conclusions,
down from 60 last time.

Other findings of the EPI s
the obvious that the coastal
states perform the best in
exports and says there is a
scope of improvement in the
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Ranking of states on Export Preparedness Index
(Score)

NO SLOWING OF POVERTY REDUCTION PACE SINCE 2015-16

135 mn pulled out of poverty in 5 yrs: Report

New Delhi, July 17

AROUND 135 MILLION people
have been pulled out of
povertybetween 2015-16and
the 2019-21 period, with the
two pandemic years not
impacting the progress, going
by the movement of the
National Multidimensional
Poverty Index (N-MPI) devel-
oped by the Niti Aayog.

The report of Niti, which is
second in the series, also
showed a steep decline of the
poorto 14.96% of the popula-
tionin 2019-21 from 24.85%
in2015-16.Thisalsoindicates
that the goal of halving the
MPI poor population between
2015-16 and 2030 may have
already been achieved.

As many as 12 indicators
are tracked by the N-MPI.

According to the Niti
report, rural areas witnessed
the faster decline in poverty to
19.28% from 32.59% during
the above period. Urban
poverty declined to 5.27%
from 8.65%.

Programme (UNDP) is to cut

THE GOVERNMENT MAY
reduce the prices of rice
offered underthe open market
sale scheme (OMSS) by the
Food Corporation of India (FCI)
being sold through e-auction
to bulk buyers due to luke-
warm response.

Official sources told FE
that 'whenever there are some
requirements for tweaking the
policy for reducing prices for
OMSS rice,wewill considerit,”.

In the first two weekly e-
auction forrice held in thelast
fortnight, FCI could sell only
460 tonne of rice against
around 0.4 million tonne (MT)
offered under the OMSS. The
next e-auction is slated
for Wednesday.

Many rice traders FE spoke
to said the benchmark price of
Rs 31/kg fore-auction fixed by
FCIis higher than similar vari-
ety of grain available in
the market.

“At the same cost,white raw
rice is currently being available
at the Mundra port, Gujarat for

exports besides the FCI's rice
has about 25% broken grain
which makes it unattractive for
the traders,” a rice trader based
in Karnal, Haryana, said.

Average bid price for rice
under OMSS last week was
%3,110.07/quintal against the
reserve price of
%3,110.07/quintal.

The official said current
grain stocks are above the
buffer and sufficient to carry
out open market sales.

FCI currently has 25.23 MT
of rice,which excludes 14.7 MT
of rice yet to be receivable from
millers.Therice stockisagainst
the buffer of 13.54 MT for July
1.The corporation needs 36 MT
of rice annually for allocation
under NFSA. The new procure-
ment season (2023-24) for
paddybegins on October 1.

Afood ministry official said
that the FCI would continue to
sell foodgrains from its surplus
stocks till inflationary trend in
cereals prices are curbed. The
retail inflation in cereal and
products categorywasreported
at 12.71% in June, a declined
from 16.12% in January.
